9:30 AM – Breakfast Break

10:30 AM – Bangalore Palace

Built in Tudor-style architecture, resembling Windsor Castle in England.

12:00 PM – St. Mary’s Basilica / St. Mark’s Cathedral



Visit one of the oldest churches in Bangalore, known for its Gothic-style

design and stained-glass windows.

1:00 PM – Lunch Break

Head to a local restaurant or food court for lunch.

Recommended options: Empire Restaurant, Nagarjuna (Andhra Meals), or

Ebony (MG Road) for a city view dining experience.

2:30 PM – Visvesvaraya Industrial & Technological Museum

A fun and educational visit showcasing science and technology models.

Interactive exhibits make it great for both adults and kids.

4:00 PM – Cubbon Park

A serene green space in the heart of the city with tree-lined avenues, musical

fountain, and statues.

Ideal for a short walk and relaxation after museum exploration.

5:00 PM – Vidhana Soudha & High Court (Drive-Past Visit)



Admire the grandeur of Vidhana Soudha, Karnataka’s seat of the state

legislature, known for its Neo-Dravidian architecture.

Quick photo stop near the landmark.

5:30 PM – MG Road & Brigade Road
